(shined, shining, shone)
	The left hand, held supinely (hand flat with palm down) before the chest, represents the object from which the rays glisten. The right hand, in the '5' [image: image1.png]


position, touches the back of the left slightly and moves up toward the right, pivoting slightly at the wrist, with fingers wiggling

	
	
	

	Blue
	The right 'B' [image: image2.png]


hand shakes slightly, pivoted at the wrist

	sky
	The hand moves in an arc to indicate the sky above.

	The downturned right palm is extended before the body, as if resting on a child's head

	Both open hands are held close to each other, with fingers open and palms facing and almost touching. As the hands are drawn apart, the thumb and index finger of each hand come together to form circles. This is repeated several times

	The index finger and thumb of the right hand grasp and pull up the left index finger.

	The hand is open and starts at the forehead then moves out to an A handshape by the side of the head.
