








Magic Clap





Explain to the children that you have a magic signal that only your class will know about.  Every time you clap your hands, you want them to repeat the clap and look at you.   Practice this by clapping patterns, such as:


	clap, clap  ~  clap


	clap, clap, clap ~ clap ~ clap


	etc.


After children have repeated the clap and are focused on you, give directions for the next activity.





Hint!  If children don’t follow along after the first clap, continue clapping patterns until they are all paying attention.














Simon Says





Being a game of Simon Says:





	Simon says clap three times.


	Simon says put your hands in the air.


	Simon says touch your ears.


	Simon says blink your eyes, etc.





As children join in the game lower your voice as you say:





	Simon says put your hands in your lap and


	listen to me…line up at the door…get out your


	math books, etc.




















Bubbles to Music Boxes!





Have a special signal so that when children see it, they know to stop talking and look at you.  





Blow bubbles.  Challenge children to look at you and


         be quiet before all the bubbles pop.





Open a music box.  When children hear the music


they should freeze.





Blink the lights, play a xylophone, or make some 


other unique noise or motion.

















If You Can Hear My Voice





In a normal voice say:


If you can hear my voice, clap your hands one time.


In a softer voice say:


	If you can hear my voice, clap your hands two times.


In a whisper voice say:


	If you can hear my voice, please look at me.





Hint!  Continue lowering your voice and asking children to make 


motions until all have joined in and are focused on you.


You can also make the “L” for sign language by holding up pointer


and sticking out your thumb.  Tell the children:





	When you see me making this “L,”


	I want you to make one, too.


This will remind you to LOOK, LISTEN, and  LEARN!











Miss Sue


Say this chant when you want children’s attention:





Miss Sue, Miss Sue,		(Snap fingers.)


Miss Sue from Alabama.


Sitting in her rocker,


Eating Betty Crocker,		(Pretend to eat.)


Watching the clock go


Tick-tock, tick-tock banana rock.	(Point index fingers up               and then tick tock


Tick-tock, tick-tock banana rock.	 from left to right.)


A B C D E F G,			(Brush hands off shoulders.)


Wash those spots right off of me.	


Oosha mama, oosha mama,	(Point fingers and dance.)


Oosha mama, FREEZE!	(Freeze and don’t move!)














Blow a Balloon


Use this trick to focus children’s attention:





Get out your balloon.	(Cup hands around mouth.)


Let’s blow it up.


Whooo!			(Pretend to blow and extend hands


Whooo!			a little each time as if the balloon


Whooo!			is inflating.)


Whooo!


POP!				(Clap hands as balloon pops!)





























Train Whistle





Tell children that when they hear you blow your train 


whistle, they need to sit down and listen.  Pretend 


to hold a whistle as you cup your hands around your 


mouth and slowly go “Toooooot!  Toooooot!”  When children hear the whistle they should put their hands 


in the air and slowly make a hissing sound “Shsssssssssssss” as they sit down and put their 


hands in their lap.














Make Rain





Hold up palm as you say, “Let’s make rain.  Do what I do.”





Tap pointer finger on palm for several seconds.


Tap pointer finger and middle finger.


Tap pointer, middle, and ring finger.


Tap pointer, middle, ring, and pinky on palm.


Clap hands together loudly, then reverse movements.


Tap pointer, middle, ring, and pinky on palm.


Tap pointer, middle, and ring finger.


Tap pointer and middle finger.


Tap pointer finger on palm.


Slowly bring palms together and put in your lap.





Hint!  This will really sound like a rainstorm is coming and going.

Lower your voice as you sing this until it is just a whisper at

Hint!  Draw a little face with a pen on your index finger to make


a puppet.

















All Set?





Teacher says:


		All Set?  (Snap twice.)


Children respond:


		You bet!  (Snap twice.)





Hint!  If children are not ready, tell them to say, “Not yet.”


The teacher continues to ask, “All set?” until all the children respond, “You bet!”
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
