Magnetic Letter Magic





With an inexpensive set of magnetic letters you can reinforce almost anything!


*Letter Bag – Place magnetic letters in a paper bag.  Pass the bag around the room and have each child select a letter.  Can they match their letter to classroom print?  Can they match their letter to something that begins with that sound?


*Letter Pick Up – Have children close their eyes as you hide the letters around the room in plain sight.  Children open their eyes and “hunt” for the letters.  Can they name the letters that they find?  Can they put their letters together with a friend’s letters  to make a word?


*Overhead – Invite children to make words on the overhead with magnetic letters.
