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Goop





Materials:		1 cup cornstarch


½ - ¾ cup water





Directions:		Place 1 cup cornstarch in a 


bowl.  Slowly stir in enough water 


(½  cup to ¾ cup) to make a 


thick liquid.  Hold the goop in 


your hand, then turn your hand 


over and let it run back into the 


bowl.  How is it like a liquid?  


How is it like a solid?





Hint!			You can add a few drops of food 


coloring to your goop if you wish.











Flubber





Materials:		2 cups white glue


			1 ½ cups water, food coloring


			2 level tsp. Borax soap


			1 cup hot water


Directions:		Combine the glue, 1 ½ cups water, 


and food coloring.  Set aside.  In 


another large bowl, dissolve the 


Borax in the cup of hot water.  Slowly 


stir the glue mixture into the Borax.  It 


will coagulate and be difficult to mix.  


Pour off the excess water; then let it 


sit for several minutes.  Drain off the 


remaining water.  Store flubber 


covered in the refrigerator when it is 


not being used.





Note!  Borax is toxic and needs to be supervised with young children.
