Help 


your child look through the magazines 


and cut out environmental print 


(product logos) that she can read.  


Glue these to the pages in the book.  Encourage your child to glue additional words she can recognize from food products.

Add grass, flowers and other


			details if you desire.  Place the


			construction paper in this order


			inside the file folder:  black, blue,


			red, yellow, green, black.  Glue 


the story to the back of the file 


folder.  As you tell the story, 


remove the construction paper in 


front to reveal the appropriate cat.
